I got this one yesterday, Jan 14

We have been washing vehicles for 48 hours straight...soldiers are wet and extremely tired...but, still motivated knowing that it won't be too much longer. My legs and feet are sore from walking so much...from one site to another is at least 1-2 miles apart...in some cases it takes 30 minutes to walk to the next site where I have soldiers washing vehicles. Filling MILVANs (i.e. equivalent of Rail cars) full of our equipment...US customs inspections, and washing vehicles....) You have no idea how hard it is to get back into the US....  

You better believe I am going to get all this stuff clean so we can come home. I buy a $100 worth of subway sandwiches a day for these soldiers to help keep them fed while they are working ($200...is pretty cheap to get everything washed). I will try to email daily...I can't wait to go skiing.
